The band 
was originally formed in the 1970's by a group of local guys from Fairview, 

Ridgefield, Palisades Park and Cliffside Park.  All the guys are still living in 

the area and playing their music.  From Ridgefield, on guitar is Al Egizi; on 

the bass Guitar, John Ciniello; and Peter Danese on the drums.  From 

Palisades Park, on the guitar is Jim Burns; from Fairview on the keyboards 

is Paul Simeone.  Paul is the chorus director at Ridgefield Park High School.  

And on the saxophone, from Cliffside Park is Jerry DeLisio.  Jerry is the 

Elementary and Middle School Band Director in Cliffside Park.  

 

Taxi originally played the local night club scene for a number of years, 

playing the music of Billy Joel, Bruce Springsteen, Jethro Tull and others, 

including a mixture of their original music, which was recorded onto an 

album in 1980.  In the mid 1980's the band stopped playing clubs full time 

but still get together once a year for their Annual Taxi Reunion.  It's been 

more then twenty years and the band plays on.  In addition to the Annual 

Taxi Reunion the band plays for special occasions when asked.
