To Dumont High School field (used for Football, Volleyballl, Basketball & Volleyball, Track) 

*From Teaneck area - Teaneck Road North (turns into Washington Avenue) continue through 

the town of Bergenfield into Dumont. Make left onto New Milford Avenue (St. Mary’s Church on corner) over railroad tracks, 

Dumont High School will be on your left. 

*From Rt. 17 - take the Ridgewood Ave, Oradell exit - go all the way to the end (approx. 4 mi) -

make a right onto Grant (turns in to Boulevard). Follow Boulevard to second light. Make a left onto New Milford Avenue. Go 

thru 1 light (Prospect Ave) - Dumont High School is approx. 1/8 mi on the right. 

To Selzer School field (used for Girls Soccer, Frosh Softball, JV Softball) : 

*From Teaneck area - Follow directions as above except continue on New Milford Ave. past the high school to the first light. 

Make a right at that light which is Prospect Avenue - follow Prospect, bearing right, 

approx. 1/8 mi. Selzer School will be on your right. The field is behind the school. 

*From Rt. 17 - Follow directions as above except make a left at the light at Prospect Avenue. 

Follow Prospect, bearing right, approx. 1/8 mi. Selzer School will be on your right. The field is 
behind the school. 

To Columbia Field (used for Varsity Softball): 

*From Teaneck area – Route 4 to Teaneck Road North (turns into Washington Avenue) - Go through the town of Bergenfield, 

past Bergenfield Boro Hall and Shell Station (on left). Go approx. 2 more blocks and make a left at traffic light (Burger King) onto 

Columbia Avenue (across from Mullane Ford). Over railroad tracks and the field will be on your right on the corner of Columbia 

and Johnson . 

*From Rt. 17 area - Follow directions as above except after going through light at Prospect 

Avenue look for a right onto Johnson Avenue (approx. 3-4 blocks up – before Dumont High School). Make a right onto 

Johnson, go through 1 light (crossing over Madison Ave) continue to end. Columbia field will be on your left. 

To Honiss School Field (used for Boys Soccer) 

*From Teaneck Area - following directions as above except, when you enter Dumont you will make a right onto Madison 

Avenue (Church, Bank, CVS on corner). Continue to first light. Make a right onto 

Depew Street. Honiss School will be on your left about 2 blocks down. Field is behind school. 

*From Rt. 17 area - Follow directions as above except continue past Dumont High School, over 

railroad tracks to light. Make a right onto Washington Avenue and a quick left onto Virginia 

Avenue. Go to first stop sign and make a right onto Depew Street. Go through the next light 

(crossing over Madison Avenue). Honiss School will be on your left about 2 blocks down. Field 

is behind the school. 

To Memorial Field (used for Varsity Baseball) 

*From Teaneck Area follow directions as above, continuing on Washington Avenue to 

Madison Avenue. Make a right onto Madison and go through the light at Depew Street. 

Continue to second block, make a left onto Pershing Street. Memorial Park will be down on 

your right. 

*From Rt. 17 area follow directions as above past Dumont High School, over railroad tracks to 

light. Make a right onto Washington Avenue and a quick left onto Virginia Avenue. Go all 

the way up Virginia Avenue to end. Memorial Park will be straight ahead.
